d. Billeting: Due to Military Department policy, barracks are available only for
vaccinated personnel. We will have tents available for anyone who is
unvaccinated. All CACC personnel staying in barracks will be required to upload
proof of vaccination (CDPH QR Code or similar) using the link provided on the
www.cacadets.org website prior to arriving at Camp San Luis Obispo. Those
persons not confirmed prior arrival will be required to sleep outdoors or at an off-
site hotel. Note that, should barracks become unavailable due to COVID-related

e. COVID Policies: The following policies must be enforced during IMA:

processing) and twice daily (at morning accountability and in the
evenings).
